Post Deadline Entries/Changes (after 9 pm Friday) will be charged $5 late fee.

Owner and Exhibitor must be a PWHAT member and horse must show in same class at a minimum of 2 shows in order for points to count for year-end high-point awards.
In case of a high-point tie, horse that showed at most shows wins the award. ADP open to all gaited breeds/Amateur exhibitors only. “Flat shod” classes open to all fl at shod shoeing divisions.
