show in the Specialty Action or Open Division at the same show. 

Horses must qualify in the Open Division and/or Specialty Action 

Division to be eligible to show in their perspective 

stake/championship classes. 

*Article XI Racking Divisions Section 11.2 Pleasure Division. Horses 

may now cross over from Trail Pleasure, Western Pleasure, Pleasure 

Racking, Country Pleasure, and Park Pleasure, horses may compete in 

any or all (5) five divisions at the same show.   

The Trainer, Owner, & Exhibitor 

MUST be a member of the RHBAA 
 

Rider must have an Exhibitor Card  
(Trainer, Amateur, or Juvenile). 

*Class 102 Spec. Act. Grooms, will be for Grooms/Farriers ONLY, if you 
are an assistant trainer, catch rider, or currently hold an exhibitor card of 
any kind, you are ineligible to enter this class. This class is for Grooms 
who typically DO NOT Show. RHBAA will waive all exhibitor cards for 
Grooms showing in this class. When showing in this class you are 
ineligible to enter another World Celebration Class.
