Trail Pleasure Shoeing: Maximum 3/8 thick x 3/4”
wide with up to a 1/16” variance hot or cold rolled steel
or aluminum shoe (both front and hind feet). Borium is
allowed on the caulks and toes of the shoe, but the
thickness of the shoe, caulk and borium must not exceed
7/8” in thickness. Maximum 1 %" turn back (measured
from front to back of caulk). Clips are optional when
drawn from the original steel, or poured. NO TUNGSTEN
allowed.

Classic Lite Shod Shoeing: Maximum 1/2” thickx 1”
wide hot or cold rolled steel or aluminum shoe (both
front and hind feet) with a maximum 1 %” turn back
(measured from front to back of the caulk). Borium is
allowed on the caulks and toes of the shoe, but the
thickness of the shoe, caulk and borium must not exceed
1 1/8” thick. Clips are optional when drawn from the
original steel or poured. NO TUNGSTEN or DOUBLE
CAULK allowed.

Tungsten Lite Shod Shoeing: Maximum 1/2” thick x 1”
wide. Tungsten allowed. Double caulk steel shoe allowed.
